UNDER I-95, FAIRMOUNT 
AVE TO FRANKFORD ST

• Dark, desolate and 
scary

• Not pedestrian 
friendly

• Uncomfortable at 
night

• Needs park and 
development on pier 
at end of street

• High traffic volume, 
but no pedestrian 
activity

• Need to attract 
more pedestrian 
activity

• Today anticlimactic 
when you get to 
Festival Pier

• Too much pavement
• Vacant lots and 

buildings
• No shade - Need 

trees on Front St. 

• Major Transit stop 
doesn’t feel like a 
place now, is scary 
and is hard to find

• Need to improve 
I-95 underpass

• Lack of 
development at 
terminus of Spring 
Garden St.

• Extend street to 
River

• Capitalize on transit 
node: Provide a 
major artery back to 
subway/El/Mass 
transit

• Shopping or cafes
• Install art and 

lighting treatment
• Possible boat 

launch
• Utilize the view – 

can’t see the water
• Landscape 

surrounding 
properties

• Improve traffic 
signaling

• Width of street is an 
issue

• Getting across to 
river is difficult

• Dark
• Park disconnected 

from neighborhood

• Overpass makes it

• Cross street with 

Delaware Ave. is 
very dangerous

• Recognize that this 
area is being 
addressed/discussed
, but this should be a 
priority no matter 
what

ISSUES IDEAS
COLUMBIA AVE

• Parking should be placed underground (in 
general) and develop buildings above

• Dedicate common greenspace where parking 
would have been

• Parking access in general is important
• Safe parking under I-95
• Consider how the streets connect neighbor-

hoods to the waterfront
• Extend rail the entire length of 

Delaware/Columbus Ave.
